Suggested Music: The Highland Minstrel Boy, as on CD: For Old Tymes Sake by Bobby Brown 

Bars
	1 – 8
	All in promenade hold dance a reel of three across the dance.   1st couple and 2nd couple passing right shoulders to start.  2nd couple and 3rd couple finish in original places while on Bar 7, (first couple are between 2nd and 3rd couples facing their original position).  On Bar 8, 1st couple half turn left hand, 1st lady dances towards 3rd couple while 1st man dances towards 2nd couple.  

	9 – 16
	1st lady with 3rd couple and 1st man with 2nd couple dance right hands across.   1st couple pass right shoulder, to dance left hands across 1st man with 3rd couple and 1st lady with 2nd couple. All finish in original places, facing partner.   1st couple give right hands in passing to half turn into the reel

	17 - 24
	All dance interlocking reels of four. Commence by passing partner right shoulder and finish facing partner.  At the end all give right hand to partners and commence the turn for the knot.

	25 -32
	All dance the triangular knot to progress one place clockwise.  (See page   for Triangular Knot)
Note: Keep the knot within the outline of the set.

	
	Repeat two more times with a new couple each time

Triangular knot danced as follows:�

Bars 1 – 2�
All turn partner right hand into allemande hold to face clockwise along the triangular line of dance (Fig 1). �

Bars 3 �
All dance along the respective line of dance to apex.�
�
Bars 4 �
All curve round to face along new triangular line of dance

Bar 5�
Dance along respective triangular line of dance half –way to new position.�
�
Bars 6�
All men turn their partner under right arm to face each other (Fig 2).  �
�
Bars 7 – 8�
All turn left hand to finish in promenade hold facing in ready to re-start.�
�

On last time through, all end up facing partners with ladies back to back in middle for bow & curtsey.�
