	1-8
	1st man and 4th lady dance a figure of eight round 2nd and 3rd couples on own side, (6 Bars) and set. Start by dancing right shoulder round 2nd man and 3rd lady respectively. Meanwhile, 1st lady and 4th man set, and dance a figure of eight round 3rd and 2nd couples on own side.  Start by dancing left shoulder round 2nd lady and 3rd man respectively.

	
	

	9-12
	All dance half a grand chain. To start, 1st and 4th couples cross at top and bottom, while 2nd and 3rd couples pass right hands on the side.

	
	

	13-16
	All set and cross with partners, 4th and 3rd couples with right hands, 2nd and 1st couples with left hands. Finish on own side ready to flow into hands across.  Order, 4, 3, 2, 1.

	
	

	17 – 20
	3rd and 4th couples dance right hands across (at top), while 1st and 2nd couples dance left hands across.

	
	

	21-24
	All change sequentially into the opposite hands across.  Commencing on bar 21 with 3rd lady and 2nd lady crossing followed by each subsequent pair of dancers on bars 22, 23, & 24.  Dancer in top hands across pass in front each time.

Order, 1, 2, 3, 4,.

	
	

	25-32
	1st couple with 2nd couple also 3rd couple with 4th couple dance the knot.  Finish in order 2, 1, 4, 3.

	
	

	
	Repeat once more from new places.
